2 Saul was staying on the outskirts  
of Gibeah under a pomegranate tree in Migron. With him were about six hundred men,  3 among whom 
was Ahijah, who was wearing an ephod. He was a son of Ichabod's brother Ahitub son of Phinehas, the  
son of Eli, the LORD's priest in Shiloh.

6 Jonathan  said  to  his  young  armor-bearer,  "Come,  let's  go  over  to  the  outpost  of  those  
uncircumcised fellows. Perhaps the LORD will act in our behalf. Nothing can hinder the LORD from 
saving, whether by many or by few."  7 "Do all that you have in mind," his armor-bearer said. "Go 
ahead; I am with you heart and soul."
