Five Points of Love  
 
1. If you don’t learn specifically how to make the people in your family feel loved, they won’t 

feel loved no matter how much you love them.  They will always feel you come up short.   
 
2. If you’re not loving people in your family the way they need to be loved, they will feel left 

out and devalued. 
 
3. Not getting loved the way people need loved causes them to act out and throw fits. 
 
4. You don’t need to understand why people need to feel loved the way they do.  You just 

have to work hard at making them feel loved. 
 
5. If someone in your family is not feeling the love, the whole family will pay.
